"Tozan no Chui” resembles the pamphlet published by a special committee of the English
Alpine Club some years ago. We can learn about the goods for people who climb mountains. It
has a lot of unique and original advice for mountain climbers who are inexperienced but
enthusiastic. It points out the dangers in the higher mountains like bad weather, avalanches,
falling stones, and sudden thunderstorms, so we can learn how to avoid these dangers
successfully. It says Western clothing is better than Japanese clothing for active climbing.

We can also learn about suitable foods for climbers under the unique conditions of the Japanese
mountains.

According to the pamphlet, we should clear up the place we used even after a bivouac. We

should take good care of nature, and people who come next can feel comfortable. This is very

important advice and we have to follow it.

At the end of the pamphlet, there is an interesting difference between the special
characteristics of the Japanese Alps and the Alps in Switzerland, and it says that many
accidents happen in the mountains both in Switzerland and in Japan. In Switzerland,
climbing mountains is dangerous because the slopes are too steep and there is the glacial zone

with permanent snow and ice. In Japan, many accidents in the mountains happen because the

weather is so unpredictable and changeable. | |
